DO YOU REALLY NEED CONSERVATION AREA CONSENT?
The Council receives a significant number of applications for Conservation Area Consent that are simply not required. This is a waste of time and money for applicants and the Council.

There is a common misconception that Conservation Area Consent is needed for all proposals in a Conservation Area or for the removal of part of a building – THIS IS NOT CORRECT.

Conservation Area Consent is only required for the demolition of WHOLE non-listed buildings in Conservation Areas – and even then there are a number of exceptions where consent is not needed. The main ones are:

· Any building with a total cubic capacity of less than 115m3 (excluding a pre-1925 tombstone)

· Any gate, wall, fence or means of enclosure less than 1m high were abutting a highway (including a public footpath or bridleway), waterway or open space and 2m elsewhere.

Please note this is entirely separate from the need for planning permission which deals with the erection of buildings or structures or changes of use.
