Duties of the Polling Station Inspector
Polling Station Inspectors are responsible for checking the conduct of the ballot in the polling stations and they must have a good knowledge of voting procedures.

The Polling Station Inspectors main duties are to:

· have read and understood the statement of secrecy;

· attend training/briefing session as and when required;

· be polite and professional in dealing with voters, candidates and agents;

· act impartially at all times;

· check the setup inside and outside the polling station;

· ensure the proper procedure for voting is being followed;

· receive postal votes delivered to polling stations (in its appropriate envopack bag);

· complete and the checklist and feedback to the presiding officer any findings which can be or need to be rectified before leaving the station;

· provide advice to Presiding Officers and Poll Clerks;

· raise any major concerns about the conduct of the poll to the Deputy Returning Officer;

· deal with candidates, agents and tellers and ensure they do not interfere with the voting process;
