Conditions of entry

1. Matches will last a total of 8 minutes per game.  This will be one way.
�x Please note this format may change depending on the 

amount of teams entering the event.

2. Referee’s decision is final . Yellow and red cards will be used. Any 
player given a yellow card will automatically miss the next game.  Any 
player given a red card will take no further part in the tournament. 

3. Squads may contain a maximum of eight players .  Five of which are 
allowed on the pitch during a match.  The five players must include a 
goal keeper.  Roll on roll off subs may be used.  Each team will be 
provided with a full list of rules prior to the event.  

4. All players must be 16 years of age  or over to take part in this 
tournament.

5. Exact start times to be confirmed nearer the day of the event as it all 
depends on the number of teams that enter.

6. All entry forms along with the £30.00 fee must be received by Hart 
Leisure Centre by 7th June 2008.  All cheques should be made 
payable to Hart District Council . 

7. Teams who have paid for the event and wish to withdraw from the 
event after the 7th June 2008 will be charged 50% of their entry fee.  
(£15.00)  Any team who have entered the event and fail to turn up on 
the day will be charged 100% of their entry fee.

8. Appropriate footwear must be worn in the main hall by all players.  Non 
marking soles must be worn.

9. Hart Leisure Centre reserve the right to make any rule changes prior to 
the event and will attempt to inform competitors at the earliest possible 
moment.
