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Introduction  

At the time of writing the housing market is suffering from a slump with few properties coming on 

to the market, few being purchased and the number of mortgage packages available considerably 

reduced and harder to acquire.  

As a strategic housing authority it is important to understand the  two-way link between housing, 

economic markets and how these affect the supply of housing and affordable housing. 

This Review informs the Housing Strategy that is the overarching document under which the other 

strategies related to housing sit. The documents are all aligned and have common strategic 

objectives. The challenge to Hart District Council is to co-ordinate these strategies and ensure that 

they deliver their objectives. 

Overview of Review and aims:  

This Review brings together a wide range of information from all aspects of housing. 

It is intended to provide the detailed background information for all of the key areas summarised in 

the Housing Strategy. 

The Review has included: 

 Consultation with stakeholders 

 Identified current levels of demand for affordable housing 

 Identified future levels of affordable housing 

 Identified where there may be future opportunities for more partnership working 

 Setting the Housing Service priorities for the coming 3 years 

The main priorities identified in the Housing Strategy 2008-2011:

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Key Characteristics of the District : 

 

Background:  

Hart is a fairly rural district in the North East of Hampshire 

with the most Eastern parts of the district adjoining the 

Blackwater Valley sub region. The main towns in Hart are Fleet 

and Hook. The Councilõs Housing Service is based in Fleet.  

The Hart District covers an area of approximately 215 square 

kilometres and has a population of 88,800 according to 2006 

estimates. Population density is at 413 per square kilometre. In 

the twenty years between 1982 and 2002 the population of 

Hart grew by 19 per cent, compared with an increase of 11 per 

cent for the South East region as a whole. The overall 

population is estimated to be 90,546 by 2021, representing a 

2.4% increase based on population figures established in the 

2001 Census. (National Statistics & Hart Housing Needs Survey 

Update 2005) 

The 2001 Census found that just over 94% of the Hart 

population was White British. The next largest ethnic group 

accounted for nearly 3.5% of the overall population, and 

included those who described themselves as ôWhite Irishõ and 

ôWhite Otherõ. All other ethnic groups accounted for just less 

than 3% of the district populous. (Census 2001)

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Hart is one of the richest and least deprived areas in the whole of the United Kingdom. In 

the Indices of Deprivation 2004, Hart was ranked 354 out of 354 local authorities in 

England, where 1 was the most deprived area and 354 the least deprived - meaning Hart is 

considered to be the least deprived area in England. Hart District's population also has one 

of the highest rates of life expectancy in the UK. (National Statistics) 

This does not, however, mean that Hartõs Housing Services are not faced with significant 

challenges in addressing housing need in the area. 

Hart is an area of high house prices and expensive market rents. Affordable rented 

properties accommodated only 8% of households in the District in 2001. There is a wide 

distribution of earnings illustrated from the Annual Survey of Hours and Earnings carried 

out in 2004. Analysis of the data for the District shows that:

Income levels within BME households are similar to those in the whole Population, 

however, 60.2% of the BME households, who wished to move but were unable to, said they 

couldnõt buy another home, compared to 33.6% for the whole population.  

Strat egic Market Housing Assessment (SHMA)  

It is essential that local authorities understand the whole housing market and can develop 

sound and robust approaches to Local Development Framework (LDF) preparation, local 

plans and housing strategies. 

In June 2008 David Couttie Associates was commissioned to carry out a SHMA on behalf of 

Hart, Rushmoor and Surrey Heath. The study adhered to the governmentõs good practice 

guide August 2007. This is to take account of the local markets for each authority and the 

Blackwater Valley elements that influence the markets also. 

The headline findings from the SHMA are that overall the District has a need for 419 new 

affordable homes.  

90% earned less than £52,491

50% earned less than £29,799

25% earned less than £20,762

10% earned less than £15,516
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Current Housing Stock:  

Property type profile shows current stock is focused on detached and semi-detached 

houses. The stock of bedsits/flats/maisonettes is consistent with other rural areas with the 

majority being in the rented sector. 

Over-occupation is relatively low in Hart overall, but higher in HA rented sector stock. 

The proportion of detached, semi-detached and bungalows is higher than national profile. 

The level of terraced houses and flats is lower than the national profile. 

In view of changing demographic and household formation patterns ð need for small units to 

accommodate older people. 

Flats/maisonettes appear to represent a relatively low proportion in the current housing 

stock but 48.8% of new forming households moving and seeking AH require 

flats/maisonettes. 

Households unable to move:  

2,696 households wanting to move but canõt 

73 households living in market housing who wish to buy in Hart but cannot afford to do so 

because of local house price and incomes, savings and equity relationship. 

The vast majority of households prevented from moving are currently occupying affordable 

stock. Households wishing to move but unable to do so represent a pent-up market 

demand unable to be addressed whose needs could be et through intermediate housing. 

Pressures upon the District  

Hart District has intense development pressures, largely due to the attractive features of 

the area and also its close proximity to London. The popularity of the area has also 

contributed to rising house prices, which make it increasingly difficult for people on low 

incomes to access any form of housing. 

Protecting and Impr oving the Local Environment  

Hart has a high quality of built and natural environment. The Council will use its powers fully 

to ensure the quality of the built environment is maintained and enhanced, the natural 

environment protected and Greenfield land conserved. It believes this is fundamental to 

promoting the health and wellbeing of the community. 

The Council also recognises the need for more sustainable communities and will seek to 

promote and encourage them. It recognises that, amongst other things, there needs to be a 

balance of housing to meet different income brackets, local and central retail facilities and an 

integrated public transport system.  
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Current Levels of Housing Demand:   

The Housing Register is a primary source of information providing us with an accurate 

indication of housing need in the district. As of the 30th of November 2008 there were 

2,080 people on the Hart Housing register waiting for affordable housing. This figure 

includes existing tenants waiting to transfer to alternative accommodation.  The overall 

Housing Register can be broken down into a variety of categories which helps to inform 

housing development, and tells us about the requirements of people wanting to live in Hart. 

For example, household types and number of bedrooms required are useful reports.

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These figures are indicative of the demands for accommodation across the District. 52% of 

applications on the Hart Housing Register in November 2008 were registered for 1-

bedroom accommodation. 45% of all applicants at the same date were registered for either 

2 or 3 bedroom accommodation. Almost the same percentage of the overall number of 

applications (44%) accounted for households including dependent children. This clearly 

highlights a need to provide not only more accommodation for single person households 

and childless couples, but also to increase the current provision of family sized units of 

accommodation. 

We can further identify from the Housing Register that demand for accommodation is 

highest in areas such as Fleet, Yateley, Church Crookham, Hook and Hartley Wintney. The 

table below shows the existing affordable rented stock profile across the whole of the 

District.

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Table 6 demonstrates that Housing Register demand for 1-bedroom accommodation is 

greater than the existing affordable rented stock in the District. It also shows that the 

overall affordable rented housing stock is not meeting 42% of the implied housing need for 

housing within the District.  

The number of households applying to join the Housing Register has been increasing in the 

period 2000/1 to 2007/8. The table below illustrates the growth in numbers on the Housing 

Register year on year from 2000 to 2008:

The table above demonstrates a large increase in numbers joining the Housing Register over 

a period. In November 2006 when the current Allocations Policy was introduced and the 

Housing Register was completely reviewed numbers dipped but further increases have been 

experienced following the introduction of the Hart Homes Choice Based Lettings Scheme in 

March 2007. As already stated, in November 2008 there were 2080 applicants registered 

for accommodation on the Hart Housing Register.  

The Housing Register also demonstrates there are 72 households who are registered and 

ticked either that they are no fixed abode, sleeping rough, or that they have no permanent 

home. These are predominantly applications registered for 1-bedroom properties, which 

suggests either single person households or couples.

This table demonstrates that 8.4% of all households registered on the Hart Housing Register 

are from a BME background. This figure includes 86 households who ticked they were 

ôWhite Otherõ and another 8 households who ticked that they were ôWhite Irishõ. This 

equates to a slightly disproportionate number of BME households registered on the Housing 

Register when compared to just 6.5% of the overall population of Hart (based on census 

2001 data). We have produced a report to help our understanding of the housing needs of 

Hartõs BME population. 

The SHMA found that there was a need for larger units of accommodation for BME 

households. In general however, the BME population has similar incomes and housing 

requirements which should be met through initiatives to address the needs of the whole 

population. However low levels of data on this was received so should not be seen as being 

representative of the BME population in the District. 
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Delivery of New Affordable Housing  

Hart delivered 17 Affordable Housing units in the 2007/08 financial year. The predominate 

reason for the sharp down turn in delivery has been the lack of planning permission being 

granted as a result of issues concerning the Thames Basin Heaths Special Protection Area 

(SPA). Hart district is a picturesque and attractive area, with a wide variety of landscapes 

and large areas of unspoilt countryside. The result of this natural beauty is that much of the 

District falls within the SPA.  This means that any planning applications within 5 km of the 

area for new housing developments may have an adverse effect on the natural habitat. As a 

result the number of planning applications that can be granted has reduced and the number 

of new build properties being developed is currently low. 

The graph below demonstrates the past trends in affordable housing delivery:

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This shows the low number of affordable housing completions achieved in the Hart District 

since 1996.  We have, however, met our target of providing 80 affordable homes per annum 

set out in the Housing Strategy 2005-2008. 

This issue has been addressed and the first alterations to the local plan in June 2006 

increased the percentage of affordable homes from 25% to 40% on new developments.  The 

first development to yield this is expected to start onsite in March 2009.

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Rural Housing  

Hart as a District is largely rural in nature and small, rural communities have their own 

specific housing needs.  It is important to have sustainable rural communities and without 

affordable housing many people cannot afford to live in these areas. 

However, in rural areas there are particular difficulties with providing affordable housing 

because of development costs, scarcity of land and funding.  

Rural Housing Enablers  (RHE)  

Hart is part of a partnership with other Hampshire authorities (Hampshire Alliance for 

Rural Affordable Housing HARAH) which partly fund three Enablers. The Enablers work 

with the local authorities, their local communities, particularly the Parish Council and their 

partner housing associations on rural housing. One of the RHE primary objectives is to act 

as an òhonest brokeró to help communities bring forward potential schemes for sustainable 

and affordable development. 

RHE Main Roles:  

 To raise awareness of the need for affordable housing 

 To enable the provision of affordable housing 

 To influence regional and local strategies that impact on affordable housing 

 To provide information to help influence national policy issues on affordable rural 

housing 

 To work with local authorities to support their statutory duty to provide housing 

advice, information and awareness raising to rural residents 

Needs Assessments: 

Within the remit of the RHE is to undertake a detailed survey of housing need within a 

specific settlement. These surveys are òparish ledó and will reveal information and data that 

is pertinent to that particular village. 

To date 11 surveys have been carried out and provide a strategic picture of rural housing 

need across the District.

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The Housing department is working closely with a number of Parishes to bring forward 

small rural housing sites specifically for local people. 

Housing for Young People  

As with all groups within the community young people have very specific housing 

requirements. As of 14th November 2008 there were 72 people, with a local connection, 

under the age of 25 on the housing register for a 1 bed property.   

Young people under the age of 25 years old have their housing benefit restricted to 

something called a single room rent.  They are expected to rent a room in a shared house 

and the level of housing benefit they are entitled to reflects this. At the date of writing this 

document this rate was £81.92.  The average cost of renting a room in a house is between 

£80 - £85 per week. 

A major cause of homelessness for young people in Hart is being evicted from the family 

home.  Housing Options Officers work closely with the families to prevent this from 

happening wherever possible.  However, if they do become homeless in many instances they 

have to be accommodated outside Hart as there is a lack of supported accommodation for 

young people in Hart and there are very few HMOs in the district. 

The Homelessness Strategy contains a number of actions to address services specifically for 

young people. The options will look at finding housing solutions in the private sector as well 

as with RSLs. In particular, working with private landlords to promote good quality Houses 

in Multiple Occupation (HMO) with private landlords. 

Housing fo r Older People  

The key challenge in planning for the future housing provision of older people is that their 

proportion in the population is increasing and will continue to increase for the foreseeable 

future. The highest rate of growth is for the 85 years+ group which is projected to increase 

significantly by 2026. 

The average number of years that people survive with a disabling illness is also increasing. 

Many such individuals can be cared for in their own homes and this is the preferred option 

of many people. Contrary to this, many people are also staying active for longer and new 

housing for older people needs to take account of this, as well as recognising people may 

wish to stay in general needs accommodation for longer. 

The focus of services and policies is to help people remain more independent, and to have 

more control over how care is provided for them. 

Our future planning needs to address not only care and support needs but also design, 

housing aspirations and choice, whether size, location or tenure and enabling older people 

to keep their independence. 
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More specifically for Hart, there will be concentrations of people aged 65 years and over in 

Hartley Wintney, Hook, Odiham, Church Crookham, Central Fleet and the Courtmoor 

area of Fleet. This is largely based upon where people are living at present and therefore 

where existing concentrations of older peoplesõ housing are located. 

The Strategic Market Housing assessment (SHMA) found that based on a 95.3% response, 

7.5% of existing households (2,630 implied) indicated that they had older relatives (over 60) 

who may need to move to that in the next 3 years. 

As the proportion of the older population increases there will be an increasing need for 

specialised accommodation including very sheltered or extra care housing.

131 (6%) of the 2080 applicants on the register have requested sheltered housing and 

constitutes 12% of the overall one bedroom need -  whilst the total stock of Housing 

Association accommodation in the district is 370 units. This suggests an implied unmet need 

of 26% for older people accommodation specifically.

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Adaptations and Specialist Housing  

When planning to meet the housing need within the District it is vital that we take account 

of all groups including people requiring specific types of housing including adapted and 

supported housing.  

Hart keeps a list of adapted properties in its stock and can run specific reports to identify 

who requires adapted properties. This is to ensure that we are aware of who is waiting for 

this type of housing and what their particular requirements are. It helps us to work with our 

RSL partners to make best use of the housing stock. 

Hart also works closely with health, social services and other professionals to identify the 

need for specialised units that could be included in future developments. 

The SHMA found that 4,142 implied households in Hart include a member with a disability. 

The survey found a mismatch between wheelchair adaptations and the properties where 

people with wheelchair actually live. 

Demand for supported housing (other than sheltered housing) from existing households 

within Hart is predominantly for Extra Care/Very Sheltered. 

The retired population (65+ age group) forecast to rise by around 5,150 people and the 85+ 

population by around 1,890 people by 2026. 

Over the next 3 years, demand for supported accommodation (other than sheltered 

accommodation) is entirely for independent accommodation with external support. 

The level of need expressed for extra care accommodation is 544 units over the next 3 

years to meet the needs of existing and concealed households within Hart.  

The demand for Extracare is likely to increase due to the aging population over the next 10 

yr period. 

The table below shows the income levels needed to access the private rented market in the 

District:
