Future Size Recommendations on New Housing in Hart 
 
Data on housing type and size in Hart and the Blackwater Valley highlights a marked difference in the 
composition of the housing stock between them. These are presented below, along with our 
recommended size definition for small, medium and large dwellings.

On this basis it is clear from the data that Hart has a relative over-representation of large and medium 
sized dwellings compared to small dwellings. To achieve a better balance in Hart’s housing market in 
the future (in terms of creating a higher concentration of smaller dwellings, as explored in the HMA) 
DTZ recommend that Hart should seek over time to foster a dwelling mix on new housing as follows:

Medium Dwelling  5 to 6 rooms   45%  (Upper limit)
