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FOREWORD

The Yateley Village Design Framework (VDF) Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) is 
being produced to provide a clear framework for the Town Centre.

Under the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, Sustainability Appraisal (SA) is 
mandatory for all Development Plan Documents (DPDs) and SPDs. An environmental 
assessment is also required under European Directive 2001/42/EC ‘on the assessment of 
certain plans and programmes on the environment’. Accordingly, this Scoping Report for the 
SPD has been prepared to meet both requirements.

This Scoping Report is a consultation document, the purpose of which is to describe the 
scope of the sustainability appraisal relating to the Yateley VDF SPD. It builds on the SA of 
the Hart LDF and refines the scope and aim of the SA specific to Yateley.  As such, this is a 
Part II Scoping Report which has been informed by the Part I Scoping Report for the Hart 
LDF.

It will be the subject of consultation from xx.

For the consultation on the Scoping Report, the following questions are posed to the 
consultees:

1. Have all relevant plans and programmes been consulted?
2. Are any significant environmental, social or economic data missing or 

misrepresented?
3. Are there any additional sustainability problems or opportunities in Yateley Village

that need to be considered in the development of the SPD?
4. Do you agree with the proposed SA framework? Are objectives, targets and 

indicators suggested appropriate?
5. Are there additional methodologies that could be used within the SA?
