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Advertising your application

Any applications for a new premises or club premises licence or for a variation to such an existing licence must be advertised both at the premises and in the local press.

A notice must be displayed on the premises for a period of no less than 28 consecutive days starting on the day after the day on which the application was given to the licensing authority. In all cases it must be placed in a prominent position at or on the premises to which the application relates, where it can conveniently read from the exterior of the premises and, in the case of a premises covering an area of more than 50 square metres, a further notice in the same form and subject to the same requirements should be placed every 50 metres along the perimeter of the premises abutting any highway.

The notice in the local newspaper must be published at least once during the 10 days starting the day after the day after the application was made to the licensing authority.

The notice must be:

· Of a size equal to or larger than A4

· Of a pale blue colour

· Printed legibly in black ink or typed in black in a font of a size equal to or larger than 16
